Driving ASEAN’s Growth

Seven decades of Vietnam-
Indonesia relations have marked
remarkable milestones in economic
cooperation, spanning trade,
investment, and emerging sectors
such as the digital economy,
renewable energy, and the electric
vehicle ecosystem. The upgrade of
bilateral ties to a Comprehensive
Strategic Partnership in 2025 not
only underscores the high level of
political trust but also lays the
foundation for the two countries to
become a “dual engine” of growth,
supply chain connectivity, and
shared prosperity within ASEAN.

ur reporter interviewed Jane Runkat, Chargé

Hanoi, on the occasion of the 70th

anniversary of diplomatic relations between

Vietnam and Indonesia (December 30, 1955 -
December 30, 2025).

Reflecting on seven decades of bilateral ties, what do you
regard as the most significant milestones in investment and
business cooperation between Vietnam and Indonesia?

The relationship between Vietnam and Indonesia, spanning
seven decades, has been characterized by mutual political trust and
increasingly robust economic ties. One of our most significant
milestones is the elevation of the relationship to a Comprehensive
Strategic Partnership (CSP) in March 2025, in line with the 70th
anniversary of diplomatic relations 1955-2025. This upgrade
signifies a commitment to a new era of deeper, more substantive,
and comprehensive cooperation, with economic partnership
specifically cited as a key pillar.

Another pivotal milestone is the exponential growth in
bilateral trade. The initial goal of reaching US$10 billion in
bilateral trade by 2023 was reached two years ahead of schedule.
The trade growth in the past five years rose significantly, from
US$8.2 billion in 2020 to US$16.7 billion in 2024. Under the CSP
and reflecting the vigorous growth trajectory, both countries set a
new, higher target of US$18 billion by 2028. This trade expansion
is supported by multilateral agreements like the ASEAN Trade in
Goods Agreement (ATIGA) and the Regional Comprehensive
Economic Partnership (RCEP), which provide a clear legal
framework and reduce trade barriers.

Furthermore, the increased two-way investment flow also
marks a key developmental stage. In recent years, we have seen
major Vietnamese enterprises like VinFast, Vingroup, and FPT
Corporation significantly expand their presence in Indonesia.
Meanwhile, Indonesian companies such as Ciputra and JAPFA
Group have continued to thrive in Vietnam, further expanding
into various sectors. This shift towards a more reciprocal
investment pattern demonstrates deeper economic integration
and mutual confidence in each other's markets, particularly in
emerging sectors of digital, education, renewable energy, electric
vehicle (EV) ecosystem, and food security.

Could you highlight key projects and sectors that have
stood out and contributed notably to the partnership
between the two countries?

Several high-impact projects and sectors illustrate the depth of
Vietnam-Indonesia economic cooperation. In the automotive
sector, VinFast’s investment in Indonesia stands out, with the
construction of an assembly plant in Subang - West Java and the
introduction of the Xanh SM electric taxi service, forming a
comprehensive EV ecosystem. This initiative is not merely
commercial, but also establishes a model for sustainable urban
mobility and high-value industrial activity.

In agriculture and food security, Vaksindo’s veterinary vaccine
facility (under Japfa Group) in Vietnam exemplifies the
integration of research, technology, and industrial capacity,
contributing to the Feed-Farm-Food ecosystem already developed
by Japfa Group. Other emerging sectors include renewable energy,
where both countries are aligning efforts to develop clean energy
and achieve net-zero targets, and digital technology, including Al
and advanced semiconductor applications.

Moreover, collaboration in fisheries, halal industry
development, and logistics demonstrates a multidimensional
approach, combining industrial innovation with social and
community-oriented initiatives. Platforms such as the 2024
“Meet Indonesia” event in Khanh Hoa province further illustrate
the success of the triple-helix model—linking government,
business, and academia—to foster collaboration, drive
competitiveness, and generate sustainable high-value outputs.

How does the Vietnam-Indonesia Comprehensive
Strategic Partnership contribute to strengthening supply
chains and advancing trade and investment across the
ASEAN region?

The elevation of Vietnam-Indonesia ties to a
Comprehensive Strategic Partnership (CSP) provides a
foundation to strengthen supply chains, trade, and investment
across the entire ASEAN region. Through this CSP, both
countries can play the role of a dual economic engine and a
model for intra-ASEAN cooperation.

The partnership enhances supply chain resilience and
diversification by linking two major regional economies with
complementary strengths. Indonesia, with its vast natural
resources, large market, and focus on downstream processing,
complements Vietnam’s strengths in export-oriented
manufacturing. At the moment, both are enjoying
demographic bonuses with a talented young workforce. By
deepening their linkages in high value-added industries like
high-tech industries, EV manufacturing, and agro-processing,
Indonesia-Vietnam can create a more integrated and robust
regional production network, reducing reliance on single
external sources and acting as a more attractive hub for global
foreign direct investment (FDI).

In terms of trade and investment, the relationship provides a
strong foundation for the entire ASEAN economic community.
As key signatories to regional free trade agreements, the
partners are committed to removing trade barriers and
harmonizing trade and investment regulations. As two of the
largest populations in Southeast Asia, the pursuit of a high
bilateral trade target of US$18 billion by Indonesia and Vietnam
will contribute to economic growth in the region. In the coming
years, initiatives such as cross-border digital payments will

facilitate smoother and faster regional transactions, improving
trade efficiency for all ASEAN members.

Looking ahead, which areas do you believe hold the
greatest potential for breakthrough collaboration?

Looking ahead, the areas holding the greatest potential for
breakthrough collaboration between Vietnam and Indonesia
align closely with global megatrends and their respective
national development goals, particularly the vision to become
high-income countries by 2045.

Digital transformation and AI: The convergence of two of
the region's fastest-growing digital economies presents an
immense opportunity. Breakthroughs will come from
establishing a strong, robust, and safe digital partnership.
Collaboration and dialogue between the two countries will be
important to capture the opportunities and address the
challenges, such as debates on the use of AI or the risks of
cybercrime.

EV ecosystem development: As Indonesia prepares to
develop an EV ecosystem, the investment of VinFast in
Indonesia is the precursor to a larger breakthrough.
Collaboration could extend beyond manufacturing and sales
to developing a comprehensive regional EV ecosystem,
including battery production, charging infrastructure
networks, and recycling facilities. By aligning their policies
and standards, the two countries can jointly shape the future
of the ASEAN automotive market.

Sustainable fisheries cooperation: Leveraging Indonesia
and Vietnam’s shared geography as major maritime nations, a
breakthrough can be achieved in developing a sustainable blue
economy. Enhanced cooperation in fisheries technology,
capacity building, combating illegal, unreported, and
unregulated (TUU) fishing, and value-added processing of
aquatic products—as well as strengthened port and logistics
connectivity—will directly reinforce the broader ASEAN
supply chain.

The emerging areas mentioned above, driven by
sustainability, technology, and strategic connectivity, will
further solidify the roles of Indonesia and Vietnam in
ASEAN's journey toward prosperity and sustainability.

From Cultural Exchange to Tourism

Cooperation

Built on the strong foundation
of friendship established by
President Ho Chi Minh and
President Sukarno, people-to-
people exchanges have grown
steadily over the decades. They
have become a lasting pillar
that now extends into
education, culture, the
economy, and tourism
between Vietnam and
Indonesia.

People-to-people and educational
exchanges: Foundation for
strategic trust

Vietnam-Indonesia relations were shaped by the two
countries’ shared aspirations for independence and their
common vision for a peaceful and stable Southeast Asia. Since
the establishment of diplomatic relations on December 30,
1955, President Ho Chi Minh and President Sukarno laid the
foundation for a long-standing friendship between the two
peoples. Their reciprocal visits in 1959 marked the start of
deeper cooperation and created the basis for stable, long-term
development of bilateral ties.

Bilateral cooperation mechanisms such as the Vietnam-
Indonesia Joint Commission on Bilateral Cooperation (JCBC),
together with later agreements on economic, cultural, and
maritime cooperation, helped define a comprehensive
partnership framework. This framework has become an
essential political and diplomatic foundation for expanding
people-to-people exchanges and tourism cooperation in the
modern era.

Today, people-to-people exchanges continue to grow
through academic and educational initiatives. Ho Chi Minh
City Open University, in partnership with the Consulate
General of Indonesia, has established the Bahasa Indonesia
Culture and Language Club. This provides students with
opportunities to engage more deeply with Indonesian culture,
language, and local values.

Indonesia also maintains the BSBI Cultural and Arts
Scholarship Program, which attracts many Vietnamese
students to participate in traditional dance, musical
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instrument training, and performing arts programs in
Yogyakarta, Bali, and Makassar. Major universities such as
FPT and UEF continue to expand cooperation, building
networks for faculty and student exchanges between the two
countries.

At the same time, cultural and artistic exchange activities
such as “Cultural Exchange - Art - Connecting Businesses
Vietnam - Indonesia” have helped deepen mutual
understanding and build stronger ties between the two
business communities, bringing them closer to each nation’s
cultural life. These initiatives have reinforced the foundations
of people-to-people relations, making them an increasingly
important contributor to the Vietnam-Indonesia
Comprehensive Strategic Partnership.

Rapidly expanding tourism cooperation

As global tourism recovers, Vietnam and Indonesia are
seeing strong momentum in their tourism cooperation.
Speaking at a tourism promotion program in Jakarta, Ha Van
Sieu, Deputy Director General of the Vietnam National
Authority of Tourism, said that the two countries share
significant cultural and natural similarities and are both
committed to sustainable tourism development. This creates a
broad foundation for deeper bilateral cooperation.

According to the Vietnam National Authority of Tourism,
Vietnam welcomed more than 184,000 Indonesian visitors in
2024, confirming Indonesia as one of Vietnam’s emerging key
tourism markets. During the first ten months of 2025, the
number of Indonesian visitors to Vietnam increased by about



12.9% compared with the same period in 2024. Ho Chi Minh
City alone welcomed approximately 79,677 Indonesian
visitors, accounting for nearly half of all Indonesian arrivals to
Vietnam.

Travel by Vietnamese tourists to Indonesia has also
increased. Travel companies report growing demand for
destinations such as Bali, Java, Yogyakarta, and Lombok,
reflecting a shift toward resort, cultural, and spiritual tourism
experiences in Indonesia.

Building on this trend, the expansion of direct flights
between Hanoi and Jakarta, Ho Chi Minh City and Jakarta,
and new connections to Bali/Denpasar has created major
breakthroughs. With shorter travel times, tourism businesses
in both countries can develop joint products such as Bali-
Hanoi, Bali-Da Nang, and Bali-Ho Chi Minh City tour
packages, targeting high-end leisure travelers, cultural and
spiritual tourism segments, adventure travelers, and MICE
customers.

Vietnamese and Indonesian cuisine also presents
opportunities for developing cross-border tour packages that
meet the leisure, cultural, and spiritual needs of Muslim
travelers. Leveraging this strength can help tourism businesses
enhance service quality, expand people-to-people engagement,
and attract more international visitors, contributing to deeper
bilateral tourism cooperation.

At international promotion events such as ASEAN Travel
Exchange (TRAVEX) as part of the ASEAN Tourism Forum
in Yogyakarta, Vietnam actively showcased its tourism

products and the “Vietnam - Timeless Charm” brand,
attracting strong interest from Indonesian media, businesses,
and travelers. According to Ha Van Sieu, strengthening
tourism cooperation “not only brings economic benefits but,
more importantly, expands people-to-people connections,
which are essential to building strategic trust and mutual
understanding between the two countries.”

Recognizing the significant potential for cooperation,
Director of GoldenTour Pham Tien Dung said that
Indonesian visitor numbers to Vietnam continue to rise,
especially among young travelers and families. “With more
direct flights and service packages that meet Halal standards,
we believe the market can grow strongly between 2025 and
2027. This is an ideal time for businesses in both countries to
collaborate, develop new products, and enhance service
quality.”

According to Dung, many Indonesian businesses are
particularly interested in tours to Hanoi-Ha Long-Ninh Binh,
Da Nang-Hoi An, and Ho Chi Minh City-Mekong Delta.
Conversely, GoldenTour reported growing demand from
Vietnamese travelers seeking leisure, cultural, and spiritual
tourism experiences in Bali and Java.

Over the past seven decades, Vietnam-Indonesia relations
have grown increasingly comprehensive and substantive, with
education, culture, and tourism serving as strategic bridges. By
continuing to tap into shared potential, bilateral cooperation is
poised to deepen further, becoming even stronger and more
enduring. B

Comprehensive Strategic Partnership
Toward New Era of Cooperation

Vietnam and Indonesia’s agreement to
elevate their relationship to the
Comprehensive Strategic Partnership in early
2025 has further strengthened the 70-year
traditional friendship between the two
countries, opening a new chapter of
cooperation that is broader, more
comprehensive, and more substantive, aimed
at a sustainable future for both nations.

Seven decades of cultivation

Historically, Indonesia was the first Southeast Asian
country with which Vietnam officially established
diplomatic relations. The two countries established ties on
December 30, 1955. The Vietnam-Indonesia traditional
friendship has been built on a solid foundation laid by
President Ho Chi Minh and President Sukarno, and
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nurtured and developed by successive generations of leaders
and peoples of both countries.

The personal bond between President Ho Chi Minh and
President Sukarno stemmed from a simple and close friendship.
During President Ho Chi Minh’s visit to Indonesia and
President Sukarno’s visit to Vietnam in the same year, 1959, the
Indonesian people affectionately called Ho Chi Minh “Paman
Ho,” while President Ho Chi Minh referred to Sukarno warmly
as “Bung Karno.”

Since then, the Vietnam-Indonesia friendship has been
continuously strengthened by successive generations of leaders
and peoples of both countries.

From 1990 onward, the two sides have conducted numerous
reciprocal visits between high-level state, government and
parliamentary delegations, as well as exchanges among ministries,
sectors, businesses and mass organizations, alongside cultural
exchanges. Relations entered a new phase with the historic visit of
President Suharto in November 1990.

Vietnam and Indonesia’s agreement to upgrade their
relationship to the Comprehensive Strategic Partnership
in early 2025 has strengthened the 70-year traditional
friendship between the two countries, opening a new
chapter of broader, more comprehensive, and more



substantive cooperation for a sustainable future for both
countries.

In June 2003, during Indonesian President Megawati
Sukarnoputri’s visit to Vietnam, the two countries signed the Joint
Declaration on the Framework for Friendly and Comprehensive
Cooperation in the 21st Century and the Agreement on the
Delimitation of the Continental Shelf Boundary.

In June 2013, during Vietnamese President Truong Tan Sang’s
state visit to Indonesia, the two countries issued the Joint
Declaration officially establishing the Strategic Partnership. This
marked a milestone in their diplomatic history. Since then, the
Vietnam-Indonesia Strategic Partnership has grown strongly,
comprehensively, and steadily.

Notably, during the visit in March 2025 to Indonesia by
General Secretary To Lam and the Vietnamese high-level
delegation, the two countries agreed to elevate their bilateral
relations to a Comprehensive Strategic Partnership, committing to
strengthen political trust, cooperation, and coordination in
addressing global challenges while respecting international law,
sovereignty, territorial integrity, and political independence.

Vietnam is Indonesia’s first Comprehensive Strategic Partner
within ASEAN, marking a historic milestone that ushers
Vietnam-Indonesia relations into a new era of deeper, more
comprehensive, and substantive cooperation for the benefit of the
peoples of both countries and for peace, development, and
prosperity in ASEAN and globally. This milestone reflects the
culmination of 70 years of diplomatic relations and over a decade
of Strategic Partnership.

Promoting cooperation across many fields

Over the past 70 years, Vietnam and Indonesia have maintained
regular and flexible exchanges, achieving significant cooperation,
especially in the economic sector. Indonesia is currently Vietnam’s
second-largest trade partner, while Vietnam ranks as Indonesia’s
fourth-largest trade partner within ASEAN. Bilateral trade in 2024
reached US$16.7 billion, up 21.6% compared with 2023. Both
countries aim to reach US$18 billion in trade by 2028.

Vietnam and Indonesia are key trade partners within
ASEAN and are members of the ASEAN Free Trade Area
(AFTA) and the Regional Comprehensive Economic
Partnership (RCEP), providing strong advantages for expanding
bilateral trade.

Regarding investment, Indonesia has more than 120 active
projects with cumulative registered capital of US$682 million.
Vietnamese enterprises are increasingly investing in Indonesia,
including: VinFast expanding operations in electric vehicle
production, electric taxi services and charging station
development; Dien May Xanh opening more than 100 stores;
Saigon Coffee operating a chain of 40 restaurants with plans to
increase to 200 restaurants in Indonesia within 2 to 3 years. These
results reflect the growing depth of Vietnam-Indonesia relations.

At the high-level business forum themed “Vietnam and
Indonesia: Partnership for Progress and Prosperity,” held during
General Secretary To Lam’s visit to Indonesia in March 2025,
General Secretary To Lam commended the effective investment
and trade cooperation achieved between the two countries and
expressed the desire to continue receiving the trust, support and
engagement of the Indonesian government, agencies and
business community. He encouraged investors from both
countries to explore and expand investments in sectors such as

science and technology, innovation, research and development,
semiconductor industry, artificial intelligence (AI), Internet of
Things (IOT), new energy including hydrogen, renewable energy,
finance and financial centers, biotechnology and healthcare. These
are sectors where both countries have strong development
potential and demand for investment.

In discussions with business leaders, General Secretary To
Lam emphasized that significant opportunities for cooperation
remain, driven by the strengths of each country, and expressed
hope that Indonesian businesses will continue efforts to become
among the largest investors in Vietnam, reflecting the depth of
bilateral relations.

Indonesian President Prabowo Subianto noted that Vietnam
and Indonesia share many historical similarities, common values
of independence, sovereignty, and the well-being of their people,
as well as a shared vision of becoming advanced, high-income
countries by 2045. Indonesia considers Vietnam an important
regional partner and seeks to further deepen relations.

In addition to economic, trade and investment cooperation,
cultural exchange, people-to-people contact, and tourism have
also been actively promoted. Given shared cultural similarities,
strengthening exchanges in education, culture, and tourism is
particularly important.

Another prominent global trend is enhanced cooperation to
address climate change. Both Vietnam and Indonesia have made
strong commitments to carbon emission reductions, reflecting
responsibility in contributing to global efforts to mitigate and
adapt to climate change. In implementing these international
commitments, the two countries can cooperate closely in energy
transition, carbon storage, renewable energy, green energy, and
sustainable green economic development.

Defense and security cooperation between Vietnam and
Indonesia has also been strengthened through dialogue
mechanisms, exchanges and joint training. Both countries have
signed and effectively implemented multiple agreements on
areas such as transnational crime prevention,
counterterrorism, and maritime cooperation.

It can be affirmed that the substantial and sustainable
values in the traditional Vietnam-Indonesia relationship
cultivated over time have opened a new chapter of cooperation
with broader, more comprehensive and substantive

Breakthrough Phase in
Vietnam-Indonesia
Trade, Investment Ties

Building on 70 years of diplomatic relations,
Vietnam and Indonesia have entered a dynamic
phase of development marked by a key
milestone: the elevation of their relationship to
the Comprehensive Strategic Partnership. This
step creates opportunities to expand trade and
investment into new sectors, serving as a strong
growth driver within ASEAN.

Trade accelerates, reflecting strong integration

Over the past decades, trade and investment relations between
Vietnam and Indonesia have achieved significant progress. Indonesia
is now Vietnam’s second-largest trading partner in ASEAN, while
Vietnam ranks fourth among Indonesia’s trading partners. Bilateral
trade has doubled, rising from US$8.07 billion in 2020 to US$16.7
billion in 2024, a growth rate rarely seen in the region.

According to the statistics of Vietnam Customs, the country’s
exports to Indonesia in the first ten months of 2025 reached more
than US$4.74 billion, with a diverse range of products including rice,
seafood, coffee, chemicals, plastics, footwear, textile raw materials,
and steel. Notably, transport vehicles and parts totaled over US$616
million, up 74.7% and accounting for 13% of total exports, leading all
export categories, followed by textiles at US$416.6 million, up 12.1%.
Other sectors also recorded strong growth: chemicals increased
155.9%, rubber 92.6%, and livestock feed and raw materials 254.3%,
reflecting the growing competitiveness of Vietnamese products in a
market of over 290 million people.

The bilateral trade structure also ensures key “security” factors:
Indonesia provides essential inputs for energy security and
production, while rice agreements help stabilize food security. The
share of electronic components in bilateral trade has risen, indicating
positive integration into regional supply chains.

Economic experts consider Indonesia a strategic market for
Vietnam in Asia due to its large consumption scale, especially in the
Halal product segment, which still has considerable growth potential.
Based on current foundations, the target of raising bilateral trade to
US$18 billion in the near term is fully achievable.

Investment growth expands into new sectors

According to the Ministry of Industry and Trade, Indonesian
enterprises have invested nearly US$700 million in Vietnam,
primarily in food processing, energy, construction materials,
logistics, and retail.

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Indonesia has also become an attractive destination for
Vietnamese businesses, particularly in information
technology, consumer goods, high-tech agriculture, green
industry, and manufacturing. Vietnamese investment aligns
with Indonesia’s nine priority sectors, including renewable
energy, downstream industries, food security, semiconductors,
the new capital Nusantara (IKN), and the digital economy.
Prominent areas include electric vehicles, mechanical
engineering, new materials, renewable energy, trade, and
hospitality. Several large-scale projects, such as VinFast plants,
are being promoted, simultaneously developing an electric
vehicle ecosystem and utilizing local nickel resources in line
with Indonesia’s downstream industrialization strategy.

Opportunities from regional agreements

Both countries participate in the ASEAN Trade in Goods
Agreement, ASEAN+ FT As, and especially the Regional
Comprehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP), significantly
expanding access to Asia-Pacific markets while enabling
Vietnamese and Indonesian businesses to strengthen global
supply chain links in electronics, textiles, agricultural
products, and green industries.

The 2024-2028 Action Plan for implementing the
Comprehensive Strategic Partnership also opens new avenues
for cooperation. In energy transition, Indonesia has significant

natural carbon storage potential, suitable for developing
carbon capture and storage (CCS) and carbon capture,
utilization and storage (CCUS) models, as well as carbon
credit markets. Vietnam has strong industrial capabilities and
growing energy transition demand, creating favorable
conditions to jointly build green value chains such as offshore
wind and regional grid systems. In the Halal sector,
harmonizing standards will allow Vietnamese agricultural and
seafood products to penetrate deeper into the world’s largest
Muslim market, creating further opportunities to expand into
the Middle East.

Vietnam and Indonesia have upgraded their relationship
to the Comprehensive Strategic Partnership, establishing a
framework for deep cooperation and sustainable economic
linkages. According to the Department of Foreign Market
Development (Ministry of Industry and Trade), bilateral
economic relations could achieve breakthroughs by focusing
on four areas: strengthening policy dialogue and digitalizing
trade procedures; enhancing production linkages in high
value-added sectors such as pharmaceuticals, medical
equipment, processed agricultural products, green energy, and
logistics; promoting business connectivity through trade fairs,
digital platforms, and innovation programs; and developing
human resources and technology transfer related to smart
manufacturing and supply chain management.H

Raising awareness of responsible
business, introducing new
sustainable business concepts to the
domestic business community, and
promoting public and private
cooperation toward sustainable
development have been among the
most notable efforts of the Vietnam
Business Council for Sustainable
Development (VBCSD) over the
past 15 years.

early 40 years of renovation have

development. Today, a new chapter is
opening, guided by Vietnam’s vision 2050 to become a
developed, high-income country and to advance
confidently in a new era.

Along that journey, enterprises play an
indispensable role. The Vietnamese business
community, spanning all sectors, scales, and
ownership forms, from state owned and private
enterprises to foreign invested enterprises, together
constitutes an important force in the mission to build a
prosperous and thriving nation in the past, present,
and future.

Sharing that mission, the Vietnam Chamber of
Commerce and Industry (VCCI) has consistently
upheld the vision of building a Vietnamese business
community that develops sustainably. In 2010, with
government approval, VCCI established the Vietnam
Business Council for Sustainable Development
(VBCSD), which to date has brought together nearly
200 enterprises, member organizations, and networks
of domestic and international partners to jointly
pioneer the promotion of corporate sustainable
development.

The year 2025 marks a 15-year milestone of
VBCSD’s perseverance and sustained efforts to sow
and nurture the seeds of sustainable business within
the business community through a wide range of
activities. First and foremost, these efforts include
promoting communication and raising awareness to

shift business thinking from profit only approaches toward
responsible business practices. In parallel, since 2018, VBCSD has
pioneered a series of media engagements on sustainable
development, supporting more effective reporting while fostering
closer and more substantive cooperation between the media and
the business community on the journey toward responsible
business.

Another prominent priority of VBCSD is promoting dialogue
on sustainable development through the organization of the
Vietnam Corporate Sustainability Forum (VCSF) since 2014,
which serves as a platform linking dialogue with action toward
sustainable business. With strong recognition from the
Government, the forum was elevated to the National Conference
on Sustainable Development in 2018 and 2019. Since then,
VBCSD has contributed a wide range of policy recommendations
to help create an enabling environment for corporate sustainable
development.

Beyond these efforts, VBCSD is among the few organizations
in Vietnam that early recognized the importance of promoting
sustainable corporate governance practices. VBCSD-VCCI led the
development of the Corporate Sustainability Index (CSI),
Vietnam’s first index for assessing corporate sustainability. At the
same time, since 2016, VBCSD has implemented the Annual
Program on Benchmarking and Announcing Sustainable
Companies in Vietnam, which has gained broad resonance within
the business community and received strong recognition and
appreciation from the Government.

The year 2025 not only marks 15 years of VBCSD’s operations
but also commemorates the significant milestone of 10 years of the
CSI Program. At the Announcing Ceremony of Sustainable

Companies in Vietnam in 2025, Deputy Prime Minister Ho Duc
Phoc presented congratulatory flowers to representatives of VCCI
leadership and the CSI Program Steering Committee, symbolizing
recognition of VCCI's role as the lead agency of the CSI Program
and the coordination of ministries and agencies in promoting
corporate sustainable development through CSI. Marking the 10-
year journey, the ceremony presented the CSI Star Cup to 11
outstanding enterprises that have been honored for five
consecutive years or more among the Top 10 Sustainable
Companies under the CSI Program. This achievement reflects not
only strategic consistency but also affirms the strong
determination of enterprises in pursuing a sustainable
development model.

VBCSD has also pioneered the introduction of new concepts
in sustainable business to the domestic business community,
including social enterprise development, inclusive business for
low-income populations, transparency and integrity in business,
promotion of the circular economy, and the building of a diverse,
inclusive, and equitable business culture. At the same time,
VBCSD has actively promoted public private cooperation to
implement programs, projects, and initiatives aligned with these
core dimensions of sustainable business.

At the VCSF 2020 marking its 10th anniversary, VBCSD
received a Certificate of Merit from the Prime Minister. This
serves as clear evidence of the Government’s recognition of
VBCSD’s persistent efforts in working alongside the Government
and the business community to advance sustainable business
practices.

Today, the story of sustainable development is no longer
unfamiliar. With the belief that sustainable development is not
only an ethical choice but also a long-term competitive advantage,
enterprises in Vietnam are proactively transforming their
strategies, technologies, and governance practices. They are
measuring emissions, investing in renewable energy,
implementing extended producer responsibility, ensuring
employee welfare, and creating value for local communities.
Leading pioneers include Vietnam Dairy Products Joint Stock
Company (Vinamilk), Bao Viet Group, PAN Group, Nestle
Vietnam, Saigon Beer-Alcohol-Beverage Corporation (SABECO),
AEON Vietnam, Traphaco Joint Stock Company, Unilever
Vietnam, Greenfeed Vietnam Corporation, Southern Airports
Services Joint Stock Company (SASCO), HEINEKEN Vietnam,
and PetroVietnam Fertilizer and Chemicals Corporation
(PVCEC).

Accelerating
Completion of

Public Investment
Disbursement Plan

As of the end of November 2025,
Vietnam’s public investment disbursement
reached VND553,250 billion, equivalent to
60.6% of the plan assigned by Prime
Minister Pham Minh Chinh. Completing
100% of the disbursement in 2025 remains
a major challenge due to multiple factors
affecting the spending pace.

Substantial disbursement needed

Public investment is considered a key solution and driver
for economic recovery and strong growth. Estimates show that
during the 2021-2025 period, a 1% increase in public
investment disbursement could contribute about 0.058
percentage points to GDP growth. Although disbursement is
higher than in the same period of 2024, it still falls short of the
target. With the deadline set for January 31, 2026, the
remaining amount to be disbursed is substantial,
approximately VND360,000 billion.

Infrastructure sectors, particularly transportation, require
substantial public investment to ensure timely and high-
quality completion of major projects. Vietnam plans to
complete 3,000 km of expressways, 1,000 km of coastal roads,
and begin construction on key railway routes, including
Hanoi-Lao Cai-Hai Phong. Accelerating disbursement
transparently and effectively, addressing procedural and land
clearance issues, and enhancing coordination among agencies
are essential to maintain development momentum.

The total public investment allocated to the Ministry of
Construction in 2025 is VND80,302 billion, excluding
VND6,970 billion of expired expenditure items awaiting
approval. By the end of October 2025, disbursement reached
VND40,916 billion, approximately 51% of the allocation,
lagging by around VND5,634 billion compared with the
schedule registered by project owners.

Several projects underperformed relative to the national
average, including the Cho Moi-Bac Kan rural market,
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@ northern mountainous road

connections, and expressway
sections such as Chi Thanh-Van
Phong and Van Phong-Nha Trang
managed by Project Management
Unit 7. Delays are caused by slow
land clearance, insufficient supply
of embankment materials,
contractor delays, and
unpredictable weather conditions,
which create landslide risks and
require additional time for
mitigation.

In Hanoi, by November 22, 2025,
approximately VND52,000 billion
had been disbursed, equivalent to
62.1% of the plan assigned by Prime
Minister Pham Minh Chinh and
50.1% of the city’s allocation.
Significant gaps remain compared
with the targets, with 386 projects
facing land clearance difficulties.
Disbursement is also limited by
shortages of construction materials
and volatile prices, which increase
costs and slow progress.

Despite many infrastructure
launches in 2025, including major bridges such as Van Phuc,
Ngoc Hoi, Thuong Cat, and the third component of Ring Road 4 -
Capital Region, execution continues to be challenged by land
clearance delays at key national projects, including the North-
South high-speed railway, the Lao Cai-Hanoi-Hai Phong line, and
the Gia Binh Airport connection. Several major projects underway
in Hanoi continue to strive for timely completion and high
quality. Municipal authorities launched a 75 day high-effort
period starting November 1, 2025, targeting over 80%
disbursement by December 31, 2025, and full completion by
January 31, 2026.

In Ho Chi Minh City, detailed allocation and disbursement
plans for the public investment capital assigned by the Prime
Minister of VND153,615 billion have been completed. As of
December 5, 2025, total disbursement reached nearly
VND?73,812 billion, including VND73,346 billion for the 2025
plan, achieving 61% of the Prime Minister’s target and 47.7% of
the city’s own plan. This rate exceeds the national average.

Nevertheless, meeting the full-year target requires significant
additional efforts. The city has established three working groups to
conduct on-site inspections of construction projects and hold local
meetings under the principle of “decide on the spot, resolve on the
spot” to expedite progress, address obstacles promptly, and ensure
disbursement aligns with the schedule.

Efforts to achieve targets

In Official Dispatch 237/CD-TTg dated December 6, 2025,
regarding efforts to accelerate public investment
disbursement, Prime Minister Pham Minh Chinh commended
12 ministries and central agencies and 20 localities for
achieving disbursement results above the national average,
including areas affected by heavy rain and floods that still met
their schedules and targets. At the same time, he issued strong

criticism of 22 ministries, central agencies, and 12 localities
that fell below the national average in disbursement.

To accelerate progress and strive to complete 100% of the
public investment plan for 2025, the Prime Minister instructed
ministries, central agencies, and provincial and municipal
authorities to prioritize responsibility, intensify leadership,
and implement key tasks and solutions more decisively,
synchronously, promptly, and effectively. They are required to
proactively address and resolve obstacles and difficulties in a
timely and effective manner, with particular focus on
accelerating land clearance, construction progress, and
removing challenges related to land, resources, and other
constraints.

Prime Minister Pham Minh Chinh directed the Ministry of
Finance to apply digital transformation in monitoring,
inspecting, and supervising the disbursement progress of
ministries, central agencies, and localities, and to promptly
report to the Prime Minister any agencies or localities with
slow disbursement. The Ministry of Finance is also tasked with
proposing flexible, practical management measures to ensure
completion of the 2025 public investment disbursement target.
The Ministry of Construction is to lead and coordinate with
relevant agencies to closely monitor the construction materials
market, particularly key materials, and to promptly propose
and report solutions to Prime Minister Pham Minh Chinh to
resolve difficulties and obstacles in ensuring supply and
controlling construction material prices.

In particular, ministries, central agencies, and localities are
instructed to proactively select and allocate 2026 budget
capital for projects that have completed investment
procedures and meet disbursement conditions. Detailed
allocation and assignment of the 2026 state budget investment
plan should be completed immediately after the Prime
Minister approves the plan.H

he ceremony was attended by representatives from

the leadership of Tan Cang Warehousing JSC, Tan

Cang IT Solutions Joint Stock Company (TCIS),

customs authorities, and more than 40 forwarders,

import-export businesses, and transport service
providers.

The electronic document cargo handling system was
developed by TCIS and implemented at the CFS warehouse of
Tan Cang - Cat Lai Terminal. The system provides applications
that speed up cargo handling, simplify paperwork, and reduce
errors or loss of paper documents. Tan Cang Warehousing JSC
is the first unit to apply the electronic document-based cargo
handling process within the Saigon Newport Corporation’s
system, Corps 20.

Reducing paperwork and accelerating processing

With the implementation of the electronic document cargo
handling system, tasks such as confirming cargo receipt and
delivery, loading and unloading, payment, and document
submission are now fully digital, replacing the previous manual
paper-based process.

Import-export companies and transport service providers
can create and confirm cargo handling online, use digital
signatures, receive electronic invoices, and monitor shipment
status in real time through the eWMS (warehouse management
software).

Go-Live ceremony for electronic document-based cargo handling at the CFS

Previously, drivers had to carry multiple documents and
complete several steps between departments to finish cargo
handling procedures. The adoption of electronic documents now
helps shorten processing time at warehouses by 30 - 50%, reduce
congestion around the CFS warehouse, lower printing and paper
storage costs, improve data traceability, enable intelligent data
management, and ensure transparency and information security
through electronic verification and reconciliation.

Could you share the current situation regarding access to
capital for enterprises in the supporting industry, and how
can these enterprises seek loans from Vietcombank?

The supporting industry plays an important role in the
economy by directly generating added value for the industrial
sector, creating jobs for thousands of workers, and helping the
economy integrate more deeply into global value chains.

Vietcombank has always identified supporting industry
enterprises as a priority customer segment that should receive
enhanced access to credit. In practice, we have implemented
multiple support programs to promote credit relationships with
this group. To date, credit outstanding for supporting industries at
Vietcombank has grown by about 30% annually, with more than
1,000 enterprise clients, accounting for over 12% of our total
corporate outstanding loans. These figures clearly demonstrate
Vietcombank’s commitment to advancing the Government’s
direction on developing supporting industries.

However, it must be acknowledged that supporting industries
are still developing below their potential, with a significant gap in
scale, technology, and financial capacity compared with developed

countries. Many enterprises are only handling basic processing
stages and find it difficult to access large-scale, high-standard
orders from multinational corporations in supply chains. When
working with banks, domestic enterprises often express concerns
about supply chain linkages, technological capability, and the
availability of a skilled workforce that meets required standards.
Their output is heavily dependent on a small number of key
enterprises, creating vulnerability because any shift in a partner’s
strategy, reduction in orders, or supply chain relocation can cause
immediate impact. This is a structural challenge that requires
supporting industry enterprises to proactively seek more partners
and integrate more deeply into global supply chains to reduce
risks and build a foundation for sustainable development.

What specialized credit products or mechanisms does
Vietcombank currently offer for supporting industry
enterprises?

Today, supporting industries have significant opportunities,
especially with the introduction of Decree 205/2025/ND-CP,
which took effect on September 1, 2025. The decree is considered
an important lever for the development and breakthrough of
supporting industries. It provides a solid foundation for
enterprises to innovate, access capital, and strengthen their
competitiveness so they can participate more deeply in global
supply chains. The decree also adds new forms of support in
finance, technology, and market development, with special
